I) Preamble : 
 
 The State of Maharashtra is bestowed with a coastline of 720 

kms with 2 major and 48 non-major port limits.  To attain speedy 

industrial development, it is important to have Greenfield ports, 

multipurpose jetties to boost import and export through waterways.  

Construction of multi-user port / multipurpose jetties with latest 

infrastructure facilities was considered essential.  In order to achieve 

these objectives, Government had earlier declared a policy to develop 7 

ports in the first phase through private sector participation on Build, 

Own, Operate, Share and Transfer (BOOST) basis under its resolutions 

No.JET-1095/CR-147/TRA-5 dated 15-03-1996 and subsequent 
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resolution No.JET-2000/CR-32/Ports-2 dated 28-11-2000.  This policy 

was further revised to provide for additional incentives under 

Government Resolution No. JET-05/2002/CR-32/Ports-2 dated            

24-04-2002.  Development of Greenfield ports / multipurpose jetties / 

captive  jetties was governed by these above mentioned resolutions. 

2. A comprehensive review of these policies was taken by the 

Government in 2010.  Detailed discussions were held with all the stake 

holders involved in the process of development of maritime activities.  

Existing policy frame work of other adjoining states like Gujarat, 

Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh, etc. was also examined.  Based on these 

studies and extensive consultations, it was felt that the existing policy 

of the Government needs comprehensive changes to make it more 

dynamic, investor friendly with special focus on corporate social 

responsibilities.    Accordingly, a revised policy framework was placed 

before the cabinet. 

Government Resolution : 

 The cabinet in its meeting held on 24th June, 2010 has approved 

the new policy for promotion of  Greenfield ports / multipurpose jetties 

/ cargo terminals (Ro-Ro services) to be made effective with immediate 

effect.  The broad outline is mentioned below and the details of the 

policy frame work is annexed. 

(a) The port policy 2010 shall be applicable to the new 

Greenfield ports / Cargo projects (Ro-Ro Services) and 

multipurpose Jetties.  
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(b) The concessions under the policy 2010 shall also be 

applicable to the existing (where concession agreement 

have been executed) Greenfield port projects, cargo 

terminals (Ro-Ro services) and multipurpose jetties for 

their remaining works for a period of 8 years from the date 

of signing of an amended agreement to that effect.  There 

will be no change in the period of concession in the 

original agreement, and the milestones under the original 

concession agreement shall remain as they were unless 

changed by the Government for appropriate reasons, from 

time to time. 

(c) These concessions shall also be applicable to projects of 

multi purpose jetties / cargo terminals to be set up in 

future.  However,  Wharfage charges would be levied for 

cargo terminals (Ro-Ro services) and Multipurpose jetties 

in a different manner and shall be promulgated separately 

through a Notification.  The procedure for selection of 

developers for the Multipurpose jetties and cargo terminals 

(Ro-Ro service) will be governed by existing Government 

Resolution No.JET-1303/CR-163/Ports-2 dated 19th 

August, 2005) and shall have the same concession period 

as mentioned in this resolution. 
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ANNEXURE 
 

Port Policy of Year 2010 

1.     Procedure for selection of port developer (New Port Projects) : 

(a) Expression of Interest (EoI) should be called for selection 

of port developer instead of directly taking the route of 

Memorandum of Understanding i.e. MoU.  

(b) Developer should be selected through a transparent 

process of bidding from financially capable and truely 

interested bidders in port development coming through 

EoI.  The Standard Concession Document of the Central 

Government should also be referred for this purpose. 

(c) Specific upfront payment should be taken in advance from 

the successful bidder as a guarantee towards compliance 

of terms and conditions of the agreement and actual 

completion of port development works within the 

stipulated time frame. 

(d) If required response is not received from EoI, the 

Memorandum of Association route should be followed. 

2. Concession Period : 

(a) The period of concession should not be limited for a 

period of 50 or 55 years but should form a part of the EoI 

selection criteria. 

(b) However, if the MoU route is adopted for development of 

new ports, then the concession period shall be 50 years 
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from the date of signing of the concession agreement as 

mentioned in the Government Resolution No.                 

JET-05/2002/CR-32/PRT-2 dated 24-04-2002. 

3. Appointment of Conservator and Deputy Conservator of 

Ports.  

The Chief Executive Officer, Maharashtra Maritime Board 

(MMB) is declared as Conservator of port and the port 

development company is declared as Deputy Conservator of Port 

for a particular port area. 

4. Land for Project : 

 (a) Government Land :  

Government land will be made available to port developer 

as per the approved Detailed Project Report (DPR) by the 

Maharashtra Maritime Board for a nominal lease rent of 

Rs.1/- per annum, for a concession period of 50 years to 

developer.  However, prescribed amount to be fixed by the 

Government will be taken before hand from the developer. 

(b) Private Land : 

The developer will acquire private land as per the 

approved Detailed Project Report (DPR) by directly 

negotiating with the land owners OR acquisition could be 

done by MMB on the lines of Maharashtra Industrial 

Development Corporation. The powers of land acquisition 

have been bestowed with the Maharashtra Maritime Board 

for the purpose of acquiring land for port projects, multi 

purpose jetties, cargo terminals (Ro-Ro service).  For this 

purpose, the Revenue Department should make necessary 
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amendments in the Land Acquisition Act authorising / 

declaring Maharashtra Maritime Board as Acquisition 

Authority.  Necessary changes in the Maharashtra 

Maritime Board Act should also be made, accordingly by 

Maharashtra Maritime Board. 

 (c) Inter-Tidal Zone (ITZ) Land 

As per the Clause 3.5.6 of the concession agreement, 

Inter-Tidal Zone (ITZ) Land is to be made available to the 

developer on payment of market value as fixed by 

Revenue and Forest Department in accordance with 

Government Resolution, Home Department, No.JET-

302/CR-31/Ports-2 dated 27-02-2009 valuation would be 

fixed as per non-irrigated land abutting the said ITZ land.  

The acquired ITZ land should be used only for port and 

allied activities. 

5. Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) – Equity Structure 

(a) Government participation in the SPV would be to the 

extent of 11%.  This equity investment shall be made 

through amount realized after transfer of Government / 

ITZ land.  The equity of developer would be to the extent 

of 89%.  

(b) If the value of Government / ITZ land amount is less than 

11% of equity value, then the remaining part would be 

paid by the Maharashtra Maritime Board or by way of 

lease rent due from the developer to the Maharashtra 

Maritime Board, after commencement of the date of 

operation till a period of 10 years. 
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(c) If the  value of Government land is more than 11% of the 

paid up capital of the SPV company, the developer would 

make cash payment amounting to the part which is more 

than 11 percent to the Government. 

6. Lease rent of land and wharfage charges : 

(a) The port developer would be required to pay to 

Maharashtra Maritime Board wharfage charges @ 

Rs.4/- per ton after operations at a port commence 

and @ Rs.48/- per loaded TEU for container cargo 

during the first year from commencement of port 

operations. 

(b) Thereafter, it will be increased by 20% every year 

based on the rate of preceding year for the next 15 

years. 

(c) If the developer fails to make payment in time, then 

2% interest per month will be charged from the 

developer. 

(d) From 16th year onwards the Government / 

Maharashtra Maritime Board will take necessary 

decision independently, considering the situation 

prevailing at that time and after discussions with 

developer.  However, these rates will not be less 

than wharfage charges that would be applicable for 

next 15 years. 
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7. Roads : 

 The entire amount including all contingencies and 

escalation for construction of six lane/eight lane cement 

concrete roads from port boundary of six ports under 

development as well as new ports, to the nearest National / 

State Highways shall be made available by the developer.  

The preparation of plans / estimates for these roads and 

construction thereof, will be undertaken by Public Works 

Department (PWD).  The plans and estimates for these 

roads will be prepared jointly by PWD and the developer.  

The cost will be recovered by the developer through toll 

after signing of concession agreement with the PWD.  If 

required, the Government will make provision in the 

budget for Viability Gap Funding (VGF) or this amount 

could be adjusted against the wharfage charges that would 

be payable by the concerned port developer to the 

Maharashtra Maritime Board.  However, the concerned 

port developer shall submit a proposal through 

Maharashtra Maritime Board to the Government for 

approval. 

8-I. Railway : 

 Since the project is based on Public Private 

Participation (PPP) model, the entire responsibility for 

providing rail connectivity to Konkan Railway / Central 

Railway / Western Railway will rest with the developer. 
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(a) A Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) company 

comprising of developer and Rail Vikas Nigam Ltd 

(RVNL) will be formed. 

(b) RVNL, Ministry of Railways, Government of India 

will take lead role in this regard and repairs and 

maintenance will be looked after by RVNL.  The 

expenditure incurred for this will be recovered from the 

accurals after commencement of railway line.   Profit will 

be distributed among the concerned companies in their 

proportion of equity shares, in accordance with provision 

of company law. 

(c) The concession agreement for rail connectivity will 

be signed for 30 years from operation of railway line.  

This railway line will be transferred by the developer / 

SPV to Ministry of Railways, Government of India after 

30 years. 

8-II Connectivity of Konkan Railway with Central 

Railway : 

 Approval is accorded by the State Government for 

construction of a railway line between -  

(a) Vaibhavwadi to Kolhapur or Chiplun to Karhad 

or any other option as may be suggested by the Ministry of 

Railways for connecting Konkan Railway and Central 

Railway. 

(b) Approval is accorded for sharing of cost 

between State Government and Central Government on 

50:50 basis for construction.  Accordingly, Central

Government will be requested for making available their 

50% share and 38% out of 50% share of State Government 

will be borne by a SPV company.  This SPV company will 

comprise of  Mumbai Metropolitan Region Development 

Authority (MMRDA) / Maharashtra Industries 

Development Corporation (MIDC). Remaining 12% share 

will be made available through works under the 

Employment Guarantee Scheme. 

9. Granting of Industry status to Ports / Multipurpose 

jetties / Cargo terminals (Ro-Ro service) on the lines of 

Package Scheme of Incentives: 

 
Industry status has been granted to Greenfield Ports/ 

Multipurpose jetties / Cargo terminal (Ro-Ro service) 

projects and following concessions have been made 

applicable to them on the lines of Industries. In case of 

new projects, these concessions shall be applicable for a 

period of 8 years from the date of signing of the 

concession agreement. In case of existing Greenfield Ports 

/ Multipurpose jetties / Cargo terminal (Ro-Ro service) 

projects, the concessions will be applicable as mentioned 

in succeeding Para No.14. 

 
(i)   Exemption from payment of Royalty/ NA Charges: 

100% exemption shall be given from payment of 

royalty on minor minerals (Excavation of earth, sand, clay, 

silt, stones etc.) extracted and consumed for development 
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of port project, related constructions and also for road 

connectivity, rail connectivity, water supply, electricity 

supply, telecommunication and other related activities of 

port projects.  Such exemption from payment of royalty on 

minor minerals will be applicable for future works and not 

for earlier works. 

 
100% exemption shall be given from payment of 

Non-Agricultural Assessment charges (NA charges), in 

case change in land use is required for port projects and its 

related activities.   

Both the above concessions are applicable for a 

period of 8 years from signing of Concession Agreement 

or Amended Concession Agreement. Revenue and Forest 

Department shall issue a notification in this regard. 

 

(ii)   Exemption of payment of Electricity Duty: 

100% exemption shall be given from payment of 

electricity duty on consumption of electricity during 

construction of port development project.  

          Energy Department, Government of Maharashtra 

shall issue a notification in this regard. 

(iii)  Exemption of payment of Stamp Duty: 

Exemption of payment of stamp duty in respect of 

Greenfield ports and multipurpose jetties / Cargo (Ro-Ro 

services) 100% exemption in stamp duty and registration 

charges on all instruments relating to development, 
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operation, maintenance and expansion of port projects 

including road connectivity, rail connectivity, water 

supply, electrical power supply, telecommunication and 

other related activities, shall be granted.  

 
Exemption in payment of registration and stamp 

duty shall be granted in respect of those Government and 

private lands for which agreement is signed by MMB and 

the developer for Greenfield ports, Multipurpose jetties 

and cargo terminal (Ro-Ro service) projects.  

 Revenue and Forest Department shall issue a 

general notification in this regard.  

 

 (iv)  Mumbai Tenancy and Agricultural Land Act, 1948: 

 
Greenfield Port development, multipurpose jetties 

and cargo terminal (Ro-Ro service) projects are given 

status as "Industry" and therefore such projects shall be 

eligible to get permission for purchase of land of more 

than 10 Ha. under Mumbai Tenancy and Agricultural Land 

Act, 1948 (MTAL) [Section 63 1(A)]. The Revenue 

Department shall make necessary amendments to give 

such rights to Chief Executive Officer, Maharashtra 

Maritime Board.   The Maharashtra Maritime Board shall 

also make above amendment in Maharashtra Maritime 

Board Act, 1996. 
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10. Declaration of Special Planning Authority: 

Maharashtra Maritime Board is declared as “Special 

Planning Authority” for development under the provision of 

section 40 of Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 

1966.  

The Urban Development Department shall issue 

notification in this regard.  

The Chief Executive Officer, Maharashtra Maritime Board 

is fully empowered to create necessary posts and provide pay, 

allowances, perks etc. in respect thereof.  

Maharashtra Maritime Board shall make above 

amendment in Maharashtra Maritime Board Act, 1996. 

 

11. Right of Way through Government land : 

(a) Government approval is hereby accorded for free right 

of way through Government lands for facilitating water and 

electricity supply projects for Greenfield port development, 

multipurpose jetties, and cargo terminal (Ro-Ro services) 

projects.  

(b) Private land, if required, shall be acquired with the 

assistance of Government. However, the developer will pay the 

cost for the same. 

 

12. Corporate Social Responsibility: 

(a)  Allotment of 12 ½% land to landowner:  
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The developer shall allot 12 ½ % net developed land with 

minimum infrastructure facilities outside the port boundary, to 

those whose lands have been acquired for port development 

project.  Necessary approval to the layout shall be obtained from 

the Maharashtra Maritime Board. 

(b) Job offer : 

Jobs will be offered to minimum one person of each 

family whose land is acquired for a project.  Where, it is not 

possible to offer jobs, one time lumpsum amount shall be given 

as financial assistance.  This will be decided in consultation with 

Maharashtra Maritime Board. 

(c) Passenger jetty for villagers: 

Developer shall construct a passenger jetty for the 

movement of villagers outside the port boundary at his cost. 

(d) Technical / Management training: 

Port related technical / management training shall be 

arranged in consultation with Indian Maritime Institute and 

Maharashtra Maritime Board for a duration of one / two years.  

Local students as well as students from fishing community shall 

be given priority in the same.  

(e) Compensation for fishermen: 

(i) The project affected people (PAP) from villages which are 

affected fully or partially by port development, should be 

rehabilitated at other place along with their means of livelihood. 

by the developer at his own cost. 
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(ii) As a consequence of dradging loss of catch of fish and 

change in fishing areas occur.  The developers should 

compensate this financial loss as follows :-  

He shall purchase and provide (a) new boats for deep sea 

fishing, (b) new nets and equipments for fishing.   

The financial assistance required for the same should be 

given by the developer to the fishermen in consultation with the 

Central marine Fisheries Research Institute (CMFRI). 

 
(iii) District committee shall be constituted in every coastal 

district to decide losses of fishermen and compensation thereof 

as below :- 

(i)    Collector – Chairman 

(ii)   Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Parishad- Member 

(iii)  Fisheries Officer from local Fisheries Commissioner's    
        office- Member 

(iv)  Officer of Maharashtra Maritime Board- Member                        
        Secretary 
(v)   Police Superintendent- Member 

(vi)  Representative of port developer- Member 

(vii) Representative of fisheries society registered with 

Government- Member. 

 (f) Port Security: 

The entire responsibility of port security will rest upon the 

developer. The developer will reserve land for police station and 

undertake its construction in consultation with Police 

Department. The police station will be transferred free of cost to 

the Police Department.  Police personnel shall be permitted to 
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enter into the port premises as per the provisions of International 

Ship and Port Facility Security (ISPS) Code.      

 
13. Single Window Scheme: 

A committee will be set up by the Ports department under 

the chairmanship of Hon'ble Chief Secretary to speed up the 

process of port development. Ports Department will issue 

necessary Government orders. 

 
14. Approval to Cargo terminal (Ro-Ro service ) / multipurpose 

jetties on the lines of Greenfield ports and applicability of 

provisions of this policy : 

 
(a)      The concessions under the above policy given to the new 

Greenfield ports shall also be applicable to future projects of 

cargo terminals (Ro-Ro services) and Multipurpose jetties, 

except levy of wharfage charges.  The wharfage charges to be 

levied at cargo terminals (Ro-Ro services) and multipurpose 

jetties will be promulgated separately through notification. The 

procedure for selection of developers for multipurpose jetties and 

cargo terminals (Ro-Ro service) and their concession period will 

be governed by existing Government Resolution no. JET 

1303/C.R. 163/Ports-2, dated 19th August 2005. 

 
 (b)   The concessions under the above policy shall also be 

applicable to the existing (whose concession agreemnts has been 

executed) Greenfield port projects, cargo terminals (Ro-Ro 

services) and multipurpose jetties for their remaining works for a 
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period of 8 years from the date of signing of an Amended 

Agreement. There will be no change in the period of original 

concession agreement. The milestones under the original 

concession agreement shall remain as they were unless changed 

by Government for appropriate reasons.    

 
15. Concessions under port policies of 2000 and 2002: 

The provisions in the port policies under Government 

Resolution dated 28.11.2000 and Government Resolution dated 

24.4.2002 shall continue to remain in force.
